Rules and Regulations

1. All sound equipment will be provided including amps to plug in to. Drummers must bring their own sticks. Band members may bring distortion pedals. NO other equipment may be used.

2. Bands will be responsible to replace any equipment that is damaged during their performance. Swinging of the microphones by the cord or standing on the amps or speakers will result in a penalty, and may lead to disqualification from the competition. 
3. All bands and members must be present by 6:30pm for a 7:00pm start. There will be a brief meeting at 6:45pm with one representative from each band for any last minute instructions.

4. Each band will be given 5 minutes to hook up and complete a sound check. You will then be given 15 minutes of playing time. It is recommended that you perform 3 songs. If your sound check takes longer than 5 minutes, your 15 minutes of playing time will automatically start. If your sound check takes less than 5 minutes, you still only get 15 minutes playing time. If you go over your time, points will be docked for every minute. You will be given a 5 and 2 minute warning from the side of the stage.
5. Each band will have the opportunity to hear comments from the judges after their performance.  Note: when you are finished playing, please wait until after the judges are done talking to unhook your equipment – this time does not count against you.

6. One complimentary day pass will be given to each band member to enter the fair for free.
7. Stage area is covered, so the competition will proceed with light rain. Rain date for severe weather will be Saturday, the following day at 7:00pm. 

8. Judging will be based on 5 areas worth 10 points each including:

· Presentation: stage presence, communication with audience, appearance.
· Content: appropriate material, variety of style
· Originality: original material and/or interpretation of cover tunes
· Musical Ability / Talent: vocal and instrumental skill, intonation, fluidity, difficulty
· Crowd Response: audience applause, overall enthusiasm

9. Registration forms must be filled out completely with contact phone numbers and mailing address. Bands will be contacted 2-3 days before the competition with the order of bands for the night. Minimum of 5 bands needed, maximum of 10 bands.

10. Registration fee of $50 is due with your registration form to       ensure your spot in the competition. It can be cash or cheques made out to “Forest Agricultural Society”. Registration fee is non-refundable, unless competition is cancelled by administration.
